Greyhounds and kids

ARE THEY GOOD WITH CHILDREN?

Children and dogs are the stuff movies
are made of. But is that truth or just more fic-
tion? Greyhounds don’t come with training
wheels like a bicycle. If you haven’t already
taught your child how to interact properly
with dogs, a greyhound isn’t the dog to use to
further your child’s education.

Many, many retired racers live happily in
homes with children. Although most retired
racers generally respond well to older, quiet,
considerate children, may retired racers have
had no experience with small children or
infants.

Expecting a retired racer to interact with
children in the same way as a dog who was
properly introduced to children as a young
puppy is unfair. If you have young children
or are expecting to have children, don’t
adopt any dog, especially a retired racer,
unless you are absolutely certain you have
the patience required to deal successfully
with a dog and a child.

If you have children, keep in mind that
greyhounds weren'’t built for the rough-and-
tumble world of boisterous children.
Greyhounds lack the padding that protects
most other breeds from the roughness and
harshness that a playful or improperly
supervised child can wreak. Although chil-
dren may prefer to play with a dog by
wrestling or rolling around on the floor, grey-
hounds like to chase things and run. And
they generally don’t care if you join in or not.

Dogs and children are not a match made
in heaven. Most people have inaccurate and
unrealistic expectations about child/dog
interactions. If you have a dog and a child,
you have a tremendous responsibility to keep
both the child and the dog safe.

Many retired racers are returned or sur-
rendered because they have growled or
snapped at a child. Because of this, many
greyhound adoption groups now refuse to
adopt to families with children under the age

of four. Some groups won'’t adopt to anyone
with a child under six. Other groups have
established required education programs for
adopters with young children.

Before you adopt a retired racer, take a
realistic look at your ability to manage your
children and a dog and decide if you're being
fair to yourself, your kids, and the dog.

DO YOU HAVE CHILDREN OR ARE YOU PLANNING
TO HAVE THEM?

A retired racer can be the ideal compan-
ion for the right child, and most live in
homes with children. Because of their gentle
nature and their preference for a calm envi-
ronment, they do best in homes with quiet,
well-mannered children who are school age
or older.

Adopting a dog or puppy requires more
time, commitment, and experience than
most families realize. Keeping both young
children and a dog safe and happy takes a
lot of work. Wait until your children are
grade school age before you add an adult
dog to your family.

EXERCISING CAUTION WHEN INTRODUCING YOUR
NEW HOUND TO YOUR CHILDREN

A retired racer may respond appropriate-
ly to small animals or children in a test situ-
ation and still react poorly to a child or small
animal in your home. Always keep in mind
that the test environment isn’t the same as
your home. The child or animal involved in
the test may behave very differently from
your child or animal at home. A racer that
tests safe still needs careful supervision.

PICKING THE PERFECT HOUND

If you have children, be sure you bring
them with you when you choose your retired
racer. This is especially important if your
children are under the age of five, boys

between the ages of six and nine, or children with spe-
cial needs, all of whom are the most likely victims of
dog bites. At the very least, be sure the racer you're con-
sidering isn’t afraid of your children when they’re first
introduced.

If you have children, I recommend that you work
only with a group or kennel that can test the racer with
children beforehand. You can also try to find a racer
who has been raised with children. Many trainers have
young children who frequently accompany them to
work at the kennel or track. The racers from these envi-
ronments are usually quite accustomed to children.

Few greyhounds are aggressive to people. The
chances that an aggressive greyhound will be placed for
adoption are slim, but mistakes do happen. If the racer
is being placed in a home for the second time, because
his first placement didn’t work out, find out why it did-
n't work. If there is an obvious problem, you want to
know about it before you decide to adopt him.

KNOWING WHAT TO EXPECT ON THE BIG DAY

Take special care when introducing your retired racer
to your young children. Any strange dog should be
introduced to children with a muzzle in place. But warn
your child not to hug her new pal — those muzzles will
hurt like heck if he gets excited when he greets her and
accidentally hits her in the face with it.

HELPING YOUR RETIRED RACER ADJUST TO HIS NEW FAMILY

Many racers are returned because of conflicts with
children or resident pets. These conflicts have nothing to
do with the character of greyhounds specifically. The
statistic is true of adult adoptions of any breed.
Generally, the conflicts occur when parents expect dogs
and children to be something they're not.

Whether you're blending dogs and kids or dogs and
small animals or all three, two simple rules will keep
you out of trouble:

e Supervise all interactions, and separate your child
or the smaller animals from your hound when you can't
supervise.

* Whenever the child or small animal is in the room
or in sight, be sure your retired racer’s experience is a
good one, full or rewards.

Check out the following sections for more tips on
helping these relationships go smoothly.

A child’s best friend

From short stories to novels, from TV series to
movies, from Lassie to Old Yeller, the theme of a boy
and his dog has been a popular thread in all forms of
fiction. Somehow, children and dogs just go together.
What could be more natural, right?

Dogs do make great playmates for children. And
they have done heroic things to save the lives of their
young companions. But just the same, dog bites are the
fourth leading cause of death among children, and 70
percent of those fatalities occur in children younger
than ten. (Biting a child is also the leading cause of
death for dogs because dogs who bite children are usu-
ally put to death.)

Most greyhounds like or are at least very tolerant of
children. But liking the kid down the block isn't the
same as living with one. Greyhounds usually aren’t a

pet-me-hug-me-play-with-me kind of dog. And kids
spend a lot of their time petting, hugging, romping,
running, squealing, jerking, and falling over. So the
match isn’t necessarily one made in heaven.

If you have dogs and young children, adopt this as
your mantra: I will never leave my dog and my child alone.
Never. Use crates, baby gates, or whatever it takes to
keep your dog and child far enough apart that they
can’t touch each other when you're not supervising or
when your racer is more than an arm’s length away
from you. Take your child or your hound into the bath-
room with you, if necessary. Just never leave them alone
together.

Any dog who is going to live with children must be
reliable. If you say “sit,” the dog should sit instantly,
regardless of what is happening around him. Not some-
times. Not usually. Always. Your hound needs to be
trained to respond reliably.

Teach your retired racer to accept child-like han-
dling. Gradually get him accustomed to hugs, light
grabs, and sudden movements. Add squeals, shrieks,
and child-like yells. Start slowly and gently, and reward
positive responses. Don’t move ahead until your retired
racer is comfortable and clearly ready to enjoy being in
a home with children.

Every parent who wants to include a dog in the fam-
ily should read Childproofing Your Dog by Brian
Kilcommons and Sarah Wilson (published by Warner
Books). In fact, you should read it twice.

Teach your child how to interact with her new pal.
Don't let your child hug her hound until you have
taught your dog to accept and enjoy this. Use a muzzle
until you are sure it’s safe.

Even when you're comfortable that your retired racer
and your child are comfortable with one another, your
work is still not done. Keep in mind the following tips for
daily living with children and pets:

e Although you should teach your hound to accept
humans of all sizes near his dish or food, you should
also teach your child to never approach any dog while
he’s eating.

e Children should never be allowed to hurt their
furry pals. If you won’t let your three-year-old hit or
pinch your infant, why would you allow her to do it to
your greyhound?

¢ Give your hound a crate, a room, or another safe
haven to which he can retreat when he is feeling over-
whelmed and teach your children that when he goes to
his safe haven, they are not allowed to bother him

e Instruct your children to never pet a sleeping grey-
hound.

® Be sure your children’s friends or any other chil-
dren visiting your home also know and understand
these rules.

¢ Take the time to teach your racer basic house man-
ners and to properly socialize him to the world he lives
in. Give him the skills he needs to be your child’s best
friend, and he will be.

Life with dogs and children may not always be as
idyllic as it is in the movies, but common sense, solid
training, and close supervision will make it a great
experience for the whole family.

TEACH YOUR CHILDREN HOW TO BEHAVE AROUND YOUR NEW
DOG

If you have children, or if children are frequent visi-
tors in your home, you have a responsibility to keep
them safe. Most children have never been taught to
interact properly with a dog. They haven'’t learned how
to greet a dog or how to play with a dog properly. The
time you spend on this before your retired racer arrives
is critical to the well-being of your children and your
new dog. Plan to separate the children from the dog
when you can’t supervise all their interactions.

DON'T PATRONIZE ME...

Many adults teach their children to pat a dog on his
head. But most dogs really hate being patted on the
head. Have someone pat you on the head for several
seconds. It’s really annoying, isn't it?

St. Guinefort and the
cult of the greyhound

St. Guinefort was a greyhound who lived in mid-13th
century France. Dogs in feudal (as in Celtic) times were
often highly prized — especially hunting dogs. They
were also a source of warmth on the baronial bed dur-
ing cold nights in unheated, cavernous and draughty
stone castles.

Guinefort, a trusted family member, was left by a
French duke to guard his young child. When the father
returned he saw blood covering the room and surround-
ing the infant’s crib. Guinefort sat next to the crib, with
blood around his mouth. Immediately the duke took his
bow and shot the dog in the heart.

As Guinefort made his last dying cry, the infant also
cried out. Approaching the crib, the duke saw that his
child was unharmed. Below the crib was the body of a
poisonous snake who had been creeping up on the
infant. Guinefort had saved the child’s life. In his grief,
the duke committed the dog’s body to a well and (in the
ancient Celtic tradition) planted a grove of trees around
it to honor the brave greyhound.

Guinefort was made a national martyr in France
and a saint. The well in which St. Guinefort was buried
was thought to hold healing powers for sick infants. The
feast day of St. Guinefort was celebrated on August 22.

Over several centuries, the legend of Guinefort gave
rise to a cult. The Catholic Church was not amused and
viewed the cult as a sacrilege. Despite the best efforts of
the Inquisition to eradicate the cult of St. Guinefort, peo-
ple continued to visit the grove up to 1940, praying for
the protection of their children. Ruins of a chapel dedi-
cated to St Guinefort survive at Trévron in Brittany
(Cotes d'Armor). In 1987, a movie was even made about
the dog and his cult (The Sorceress, France 1988).
